
Parish Council Report for February 

Refurbishment and replacement of benches and seats in the parish. 

The Parish Council reported in the last newsletter that the seat at the War Memorial which 
was due to be removed to be refurbished was vandalised and smashed into pieces prior to 
us removing it.   The Parish Council are considering an appeal within the Parish to replace 
this bench.  More information regarding this during 2012. 

 

Parish Council Budget and Precept 2012/13. 

At the January meeting the budget for 2012-13 was agreed.  

This is paid via your council tax bill and although it represents a rise of 4.91% it actually 

equates to a total increase of approximately £2.12 per Band D household for the year. 

Why the increase? 

We have tried to manage running costs for the forthcoming year and the increase is mainly 

in respect of tangible improvements to Parish amenities such as provision for a rolling 

programme of replacement of benches, landscaping of land at Windermere Road and 

running and provision for maintenance of the toilets taken over by the Parish Council from 

SLDC. 

The PC is being asked to take on a lot of extra responsibilities and this means extra costs. 

We have made savings where it seemed reasonable but the cost of unavoidable 

commitments has increased. Councillors are unpaid volunteers, but we rely on the paid 

services of our Clerk for much of the clerical work which is involved; she looks after the 

finances, provides valuable guidance and advice, deals with correspondence and the 

website, prepares papers for our meetings and keeps the minutes.
